






 
 
 
 
 
 

The number of large houses in 

the area, both in urban centres 

and in the countryside, recall two 

important facets of life around the 

turn of the 20th century: the 

experience of large families and 

the desire to create houses that 

were substantial and impressive.. 

The Prefontaine House (1894-97) 

in St. Pierre is an excellent 

example of the kind of grand 

home built by the upper-middle 

class in the early 20th century. 

Constructed for a notable St. 

Pierre family, the house is a 

testament to the possibilities of 

that material, both in form and
